It gets worse when it comes 

to rape. Only 20% report it. When it comes to stalking, only 50% choose to do something 

about it.    

-Incest, or sexual contact between a related adult and a child, is one form of familial sexual 

violence. 

-The most common type of violence is economic violence. 

-Among victims who are still living with their perpetrators high amounts of stress, fear, and 

anxiety are commonly reported?
